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Completed in spring 2008, Weebee’s Café in Boz-
eman, Mont., is located within the Ridge Athletic
Club subdivision, a 12-acre (4.8-hectare) planned
development. The 8,000-square-foot (743-m?)
coffee shop and European bistro has a gourmet
kitchen, two beer and wine bars, and a coffee bar.
The floor plan allows for 1,200 square feet (112 m?)
of indoor seating and 2,000 square feet (186 m?)
of outdoor seating between two terraces on the
second level and a patio on the ground level.

The building’s design flows with the Ridge
Planned Unit Development, with major design
components being symmetrical and featuring an
exposed wood front facade, curved roof, two open
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terraces and facade materials of horizontal and verti-
cal corrugated metal, wood and brick. The curved
roof increases the building’s scale to be in context
with the Ridge Athletic Center, while shielding
mechanical equipment and defining the café as a
landmark building.

Bridger Steel, Belgrade, Mont., supplied 2,700
square feet (251 m?) of 24-gauge 12- by 1 1/2-inch
(305- by 38-mm) mechanical lock radius panels in
Sherwood Green, 500 square feet (46 m?) of 24-
gauge standing-seam panels in Sherwood Green
and 4,000 square feet (372 m?) of 24-gauge, 2 2/3-
by 7/8-inch (68- by 22-mm) corrugated panels in
Galvalume. Midwest Steel Industries Inc., Belgrade,

supplied 38 tons (34 metric tons) of structural steel
for the project, 75 percent of which was made from
recycled scrap material.
